The kids will have worn out their new toys and starting to get a little bored so 
the best thing for them is to send them back to school. 
 
Yep it is school time again and there are a few things that bug me when the kids are 
back to school.

Now As I have 
mentioned on some of my rants before I live in a little village and we have a 
combined Infant and Primary School in the village. To get from one side of the village 
to the other takes about a 15 minute walk.
